
The Department of Health National Institute of Health Research (NIHR) have commissioned an addi-
tional five fully funded full time places on this prestigious national programme,.

Applications are welcome from graduates of nursing, midwifery or any healthcare science discipline.    
Allied health professional applicants must be from one of the statutory registered professions.  Appli-
cants must have a good first degree and current registration with the NMC, the HPC or the appropriate 
Healthcare science voluntary register.  All applicants must be available to study full time for a full cal-
endar year.
