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Introduction.


Capsules is a set of calculations which encapsulates knowledge.  It was born as a set of free standing programmes written in Delphi.  As access to the Internet became more widely available, it was decided to rewrite Capsules in a form which could be accessed from a web page or locally on the user's own computer.





Which Language?


The aims for Capsules were:


	platform independence


	accessible on a Web Site


	available as a stand-alone package





The Delphi version demonstrated that a table with explanatory text and fields for data entry and results would be a suitable format.  Plain hypertext would cope with the layout but not the calculations.  Javascript was was chosen because it would handle the calculations, was simple to programme and would form an integral part of the hypertext document.
